Tuition: As a reminder, the annual tuition is
 paid on a ten-month basis.  Payments

are due monthly, August through May.  Payments
may be made via the Procare app, by check or by

cash.  Checks can be delivered to the school
mailbox outside of the mainDay School entrance,

or mailed to: Episcopal Day School,193 Old
Greenville Hwy., Clemson SC 29631. If you are
paying cash, do not drop off the cash without

receiving a receipt. Make sure to bring exact bills
and coins. A cash box is not kept in the school
office. Overpayments received will be credited

toward the following month’s bill.
